MANAGEMENT OBJECTIVES

Treatment / Value Adding Thinning 

Silvicultural operations must only be undertaken to encourage the growth of trees and associated forest products for the purposes of a native forest practice (Code RP6a).

This means that:

· Silvicultural operations must only be conducted to produce a forest product. 

· Only commercially viable forests can be thinned. 

· There must be an existing, or demonstrable, future commercial use or market for the products being grown.

· Tree spacing must reflect sound silvicultural practice

· Retained trees must be capable of providing a future harvest.
Tree Retention Selection Criteria
The tree selection criteria, involves taking into account form, spacing and vigour. Retained stems would ideally possess long, straight and minimally branching boles and be in a dominant, co-dominant or intermediate crown position with a healthy, full crown and not showing signs of decay or decline. They should have not yet reached their full economic potential and should be relatively evenly spaced according to the desired stocking level for the site. Species desirability and seed or habitat tree, feed tree, etc. requirements also potentially play a role in tree selection.

HARVESTING PARAMETERS / ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS
Forestry (harvesting and silvicultural operations), as on-going business, has been one of the properties’ commercial enterprises for 35+ years, and is planned to continue for the future.

Forests on the property will continue to be managed using selective harvesting, silvicultural thinning, burning, etc.  Retained tree selection through these operations will seek to maintain the general balance of species and spacing, which when combined with tree growth to achieve commercial dimensions and habitat tree retention, ensures the floristic composition and stand structure of ‘Remnant Vegetation’ areas of the property are maintained over time.

Harvesting Methodology
On Remnant Vegetation areas harvesting must be undertaken in accordance with the VMA 1999 & compliant with the CoP. The CoP outlines the required practices relating to ‘forest practice’ on private land, within areas of ‘Remnant Vegetation’.
Harvest management will involve the preparation of a Timber Harvesting Plan / Agreement. This will be practical, relevant and able to be implemented in the field.
